	This program offers eligible borrowers an Acquisition/Rehabilitation Mortgage (the “Program”) to purchase a single-family, one-unit home as a primary residence and obtain funds for needed repairs and/or renovations at the same time.  The Program is provided by a CDA Participating 203(k) Lender (the “Lender”) to the borrower under the terms of CDA’s Maryland Mortgage Program (“MMP”) and the Acquisition Cost is paid to the seller of the home at closing. A rehabilitation escrow account, per FHA 203(k) or FHA 203(k) Streamline requirements, is set up at the loan closing.  Bank of America, N.A., the Master Servicer, purchases the mortgage loan from the Lender and makes disbursements as repairs are completed by a licensed contractor and/or as monthly mortgage payments become due.  The Program is offered through the Maryland Department of Housing and Community Development (DHCD) and is available statewide. 	MAXIMUM UNDERWRITING RATIOS: 
	· for loans that have an automated underwriting Approve/Eligible decision, 45.00% is the maximum total debt to income ratio. 

· for manually approved loans, the qualifying ratios are 31% and 43%.  The total debt to income ratio may be exceeded, up to a maximum of 45.00%, if the lender describes the compensating factors used to justify mortgage approval.
